Follow this quick guide to complete your routine caulking jobs with GE Caulk Singles. 

Step 1: Choose Waterproof or Paintable
  Use Silicone for baths, kitchens, windows, and doors (to keep out water).

  Pick up Paintable Acrylic if water isn’t an issue and you plan to paint over the caulk.

  Opt for Silicone White on white surfaces.

  Try Silicone Clear to create a seamless look on colored surfaces.

Step 2: Prep for Your Task
  Remove old caulk with a flat-head screwdriver or caulk-removal tool.

  Clean surface before caulking by using a household cleaner, rubbing alcohol, or wire brush.

  Wipe surface with a clean cloth.

  Ensure surface is clean, dry, and free of soap, grease, dirt, and dust.

Step 3: Apply the Caulk
  Tear open the top of the pack.

  Hold the pack at a 45-degree angle.

  Run the pack over the gap—squeezing as you pull it toward your body.

  To finish, smooth or “tool” the bead as needed.

Application Guide

Size it up.
Pick up one pack for sinks, fixtures, and touch-ups. 

Medium jobs such as bathtubs and windows require two packs.

Three packs are needed for big jobs such as a large window and doors.

Tear. Squeeze. Toss.
